June 30, 2010 REPORTING DATE

Attached please find the instructions for reporting data under Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act.  All the information must be based on the status and services received by the child as of June 30, 2010.  The “period” count will be the twelve months prior to the count date, as always. This will be 07/01/2009 to 06/30/2010. Once again the data will be submitted from and to MI-CIS only. 
THIS COUNT WILL DETERMINE FUTURE FUNDING!
YOU MUST SUBMIT YOUR DATA TO THE MI-CIS APPLICATION AND HAVE IT REACH CERTIFIED STATUS BY 4PM ON FRIDAY, JULY 30, 2010.  
There is one two change in the requirements this year – the CERTIFY deadline is earlier. Your submission must be reach CERTIFIED status by 4PM on Friday, July 30.  Also, this June collection will be used as the starting point for Special Education Indicator B-12 processing.  For the last two years, the prior December count was used.

Using MICIS - Child Tracking System

BASIC RULES FOR COUNTABLE CHILDREN IN MICIS:
To include the child in the snapshot count on 06/30/10:

1.
Child's birth date must be after 06/30/07 and on or before 06/30/10.

2.
Child's status must be Active or Temporary Placement on 06/30/10. 

3.
Child must have an IFSP Service Plan with any Purpose code except INTERIM or Transition, on or after 07/01/09, and on or before 06/30/10.
4.
Child must have a Primary Setting code 31, 38, or 41.

5.
Child must have at least one Early On service code, with begin date before 06/30/10 and with end date blank or after 06/30/10.  (Multiple services are allowed; dates must bracket 06/30/10).   
6.
Child must have valid GENDER and ETHNIC codes.

To include a child in the period count from 07/01/09 through 06/30/10:
1. The child must have been eligible for at least one day in the 12-month period.

2.
Each child in the PERIOD count but not in the SNAPSHOT count MUST have a valid exit reason code and an exit date in the period.
