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CEPI MSDS Menu in MI-CIS
The Michigan Student Data System (MSDS) Export related screens are available in the MI-CIS menu under the Data Exchange/CEPI MSDS folder.  There are four menu options

· CEPI UIC Request

· MSDS Export Student List

· MSDS Data Validation

· MSDS Export Requests

The CEPI UIC Request is a batch mode submission for validating existing UIC codes or obtaining new UIC codes.  Codes for individuals can be obtained or validated on the Demographics page for the student / child.
The middle two options work the same as the Export Student List and the Data Validation screens for the MI-CIS December Federal counts.  One produces a printout of students who will be exported, and the other checks the selected student records against the MSDS submission business rules.

The MSDS Export Requests Screen allows users to submit a request for exporting their district data in the MSDS xml format. This export feature is similar to the SRSD Export function except the output format is in XML instead of text format.  

CEPI UIC Submission

For an individual record, there are buttons on the Demographics screen to Obtain UIC or Validate UIC.  Obtain UIC must be used if the CEPI UIC field is blank; Validate UIC must be used if there is a code in the CEPI UIC field.

The CEPI UIC Request program is for batch submissions for Obtain UIC or Validate UIC.  Once again, Obtain is only for those records without a UIC, and Validate is for those with a UIC.  

Click the Batch Report button to create a New submission.  Click the Search button to see existing submissions.

The existing submission report is viewed by clicking the Submission ID#.

Potential UIC Error Messages

The following Error Messages are possible with the OBTAIN function:

· Invalid Date of Birth

· Blank Parameters Found

· Invalid profile token

· Match Found (A primary UIC was found with core fields = 100%”
· Match Found (A primary UIC was found with core fields >= maybemaximum)
· Match Found (UIC exists but is secondary. A primary UIC was found with core fields = 100%)

· Match Found (UIC exists but is secondary. A primary UIC was found with core fields >= maybemaximum)

· Requires Resolution (A primary UIC was found with core fields < maybemaximum)

· Requires Resolution (UIC does not exist in UIC Master)

· Requires Resolution (UIC exists but is secondary)

· Requires Resolution (UIC exists but is secondary. A primary UIC was found with core fields < maybemaximum)

· Requires Resolution (Multiple UIC’s were found with core fields >= maybeminimum)

· Requires Resolution (A Last Name, First Name and DOB were found with a different gender)

· New UIC Generated
· Requires New UIC Not Allowed for User Profile
The following Error Messages are possible with the VALIDATE function:

· Invalid Date of Birth

· Blank Parameters Found

· Invalid profile token

· Match Found (A primary UIC was found with core fields = 100%”
· Match Found (A primary UIC was found with core fields >= maybemaximum)
· Match Found (UIC exists but is secondary. A primary UIC was found with core fields = 100%)

· Match Found (UIC exists but is secondary. A primary UIC was found with core fields >= maybemaximum)

· Requires Resolution (A primary UIC was found with core fields < maybemaximum)

· Requires Resolution (UIC does not exist in UIC Master)

· Requires Resolution (UIC exists but is secondary)

· Requires Resolution (UIC exists but is secondary. A primary UIC was found with core fields < maybemaximum)

MSDS Export Student List Report

This screen will enable users to get a list of exported student for a selected count period. User is allowed to filter the report by ISD, District, School or Grade.

The output will contain student name, Date of Birth, Gender, Ethnic, Disability, Age , School, and Grade.

MSDS Data Validation Report

This screen will provide users with the ability to search the child records for MSDS exported files based on the ISD/District/School and the student records that belong in a specific Count Period.

The Search Results will display the list of students meeting the Search criteria and will be allowed to select ‘All’ or specific records from the list. 

Data Validation Report lists all the data validation errors by running error checks on all the fields exported from MI-CIS into MSDS system. The report will list the MSDS Component, Screen Name, Field Name, Current Value, and the Error Message. 

On click of Batch Report, the Student Data Validation Report request is created. A batch Process will run the data validation report for the selected students and sends an email notification when the data validation report is completed. Batch Report Request Log displays the status of all the batch report requests. When the report is completed, Users can get the report by clicking on the hyper link.

MSDS Export Requests

The MSDS Export Requests screen allows users to search previously made export requests. Users can search the Export Requests by Count Period and ISD, and District.  
Clicking on the NEW button opens the MSDS file export request screen, which allows users to create a new request for MSDS XML file for their district. The following options are provided in the MSDS File Export Request Screen.

Choose one of the first two options:

· Export all Primary Attending Active Students, Students Exited  in the Period, and Initial Consents/IEPs.
· Export Primary Attending Active Students only

Add one or both or neither of the following to the initial selection option:

· Export MI School for the Deaf students residing in my ISD

· Export my secondary attending students

User will get a notification email when the export request is processed by MI-CIS. The exported XML file is sent via email if “Send file as attachment” option is chosen.  The exported XML file is sent in a password protected zip file via email. User supplied password is used in zipping the XML file.
Total Attendance Days can be entered and a “parking lot” function will be implemented.  Because MI-CIS does not track attendance, the Number of Days attended will need to be updated for each student.
Your email address from your MI-CIS user record will default into the Notification email field.  You may change the address; this is where an email will be sent when the file is ready.
Enter and confirm a password that will be applied to the created file.  (This is provided in case the file is to be emailed to another user in the ISD who will do the actual submission.)
Click save and the program starts a batch routine and control to the list screen.  Click Cancel and control returns to the list screen.  If you clicked save,  expect an email telling you your file is ready and then you will able to search for the requested file.
MSDS “Parking Lot” – Entering Attendance Information
For an existing MSDS Export submission, users can enter Attendance details by student when the submission is processed by the batch program.  

1. From the MSDS File Export Request screen, select an available export file.  

2. Click EDIT to display the search screen. 

3. Specify the District and other desired search filter options – Local ID, CEPI UIC, Last Name, First Name, Birth Date, Gender

4. Click the Search Button, and the filtered list of students will display

5. Select a specific student

6. The Attendance Days from the export request will display.  The actual number of attended days can be entered.
7. Click the Save button to keep the entered count, or click Cancel to return to the list

MSDS Data Field Descriptions

There is a large excel document available at www.mi-iis.com which includes all the data fields for all the MSDS components.  It is important to note that MSDS deals with Components and Characteristics rather than Tables and Fields.  Features of the spreadsheet’s multiple worksheets:

· A list of the MSDS “characteristics”, by component, that tells

· Characteristic names

· MSDS collection rules, including whether MICIS will export the characteristic

· SRSD match up

· MICIS match up, including screen and field label where MI-CIS entry occurs

· Explanatory notes

· Detail Descriptions and data definitions for each characteristic.  Most of the code sets used are defined in this section
· Validation (or business) rules for each characteristic

· Large Code sets that did not fit in the Detail Descriptions, for District Exit; Student Residency; and Primary Educational Setting
An alternate listing from the MI-CIS  MSDS Software Requirements Specifications (SRS) is also available at www.mi-iis.com.  It combines a definition, data field specifications, validation rules, and source for each of the characteristics and is approximately 45 pages long.

MSDS Permissions

A new permission for MSDS will be added to the existing Permission screen.   It will be needed in order to see the CEPI MSDS  menu in MI-CIS.  (The roles to have the MSDS permission are not yet determined… we are thinking there will be a new role.)
